Note:  This Muslim holy day begins sundown Sunday, October 5 and continues until 
darkness Tuesday, October 7.  The Islamic calendar is lunar and depends on the actual 
sighting of the new moon.  Therefore, the actual dates may differ by a day or two. 

Sukkot . . . . . . .  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . Begins sundown Wednesday 8 
Note: This holiday officially begins sundown on Wednesday, October 8 and continues through 
darkness Friday, October 10. 

Shmini Atzeret . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . Begins sundown Wednesday 15 
Note: This holiday officially begins sundown on Wednesday, October 15 and continues 
through darkness Friday, October 17.

APRIL

Note:  The first two days of this holiday are celebrated from sundown Friday, April 3 
until darkness Sunday, April 5 and the last two days of the holiday are celebrated 
sundown Thursday, April 9 until darkness Saturday, April 11. 

Good Friday  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . Friday 3 

MAY 
Shavuot . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  Begins sundown Saturday  23 

Note:  This holiday officially begins sundown on Saturday, May 23 and continues until 
darkness Monday, May 25. 

JUNE 
Ramadan . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  Begins sundown Wednesday  17 

Note:  The first day of the Muslim fasting month begins sundown on Wednesday, June 
17 and continues until darkness Friday, July 17. The Islamic calendar is lunar and 
depends on the actual sighting of the new moon. Therefore, the actual dates may differ 
by a day or two. 

JULY 
Eid-al-Fitr  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  Begins sundown Friday 17 

Note:  This Muslim holy day begins sundown Friday, July 17 and continues until 
darkness Sunday, July 19.  The Islamic calendar is lunar and depends on the actual 
sighting of the new moon.  Therefore, the actual dates may differ by a day or two.
